	Lesson Title:    Civil War Review War


Essential Question:

	Which side,  North or South, will win the Civil War?




Brief Description of Lesson:
	This is a review “game” that involves dividing the class into 2 groups and answering questions concerning the curriculum until one side (group) eliminates the “enemy.”  I have found that with the amounts of specific information the unit provides this review activity helps students focus on the material and will have an idea of important concepts through questioning.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:     (REVIEW ACTIVITY – NO NEW MATERIAL)

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Note:  I use my document camera throughout the day so I do not have to continue to reset the room between classes.  I teach inclusion classes.  If I have a student who does not understand English or who is not understanding the concepts, I make that person my “second-in-command,” the person who marks through the numbers on the board.  I put a sheet under document camera with 2 sides, each number 1 – 10 more than the students on the team.
>>Students arrive to find themselves divided into 2 “sides” with their desks facing the “enemy”  I try to put space down the middle of the room.  I will divide the groups in 2 based on ability to make sure no group has an advantage.

	Teacher led instruction
1.  Students on each side have a sheet of paper number 1 – 10 more than the number in the group.  Each student writes their name beside one of the numbers.  When all students have written their name on the sheet, they bring it to the teacher.
2.  Students may keep a piece of notebook paper on their desk to take notes on concepts/facts they find difficult so they can focus that night’s study time on specific information.

	Guided Practice  
Rules:  

 1) Teacher will ask a question of one side to one person going in order down the row.  If   the student answers the question correctly, he may guess a number from the other side.  Teacher refers to list of names.  If there is a student’s name beside the number that student is “dead” meaning he cannot answer any questions for his side.  (since nobody knows whose names are where, many times the “smartest” kids get knocked out early making the game that much more competitive).  I have the numbers for each side up on whiteboard and the “helper” or teacher marks through the numbers when called so they will not be duplicated.

2) If student cannot answer question, the “enemy” is allowed to answer or ask for another question.  Teacher will give the correct answer if the student passes.

3) REMEMBER:  only one student answers at a time and if teacher hears hints, answers etc, the other side gets to take 3 “shots.”

4) Teacher should have questions grouped in easier and harder stacks so that appropriate questions can be asked to the level of the student.  Easiest way to do this is put a question on a file card and then color code cards by using marker across the top.

5) Go back and forth between the enemy camp until all of the students on one side have been “killed”  War is over and one side wins. 

****Many times one of the weaker students ends up standing by himself answering question after question trying to take out multiple students on other side.  The fact that that student can win for his team does wonders for self esteem.  Another lesson, if the “smartest” student goes out early, that person must cheer on the other team and often realizes there are other students in the class that know just as much as him.

	Closure
Discuss with students questions they have from their note sheets about information that needs clarification before test.
