	Lesson Title: Civil War Battles


Essential Question:
	Why was the fall of Ft. Fisher so crucial to the fall of the Confederacy?
What was the cost of the Civil War in terms of human casualties? 
Which battle was the bloodiest single day battle in US History?


Brief Description of Lesson:
	This lesson will consist of an overview of some of the most important and bloodiest battles of the Civil War.  Students will take notes as I teach from a PowerPoint.  Students will then label a map of the battles, including all major troop movements.


Lesson Plan Objectives:

Goal 3- Crisis, Civil War, and Reconstruction (1848-1877) - The learner will analyze the issues that led to the Civil War, the effects of the war, and the impact of Reconstruction on the nation.
-3.03 Identify political and military turning points of the Civil War and assess their significance to the outcome of the conflict.
	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…
…identify the major battles that led to turning points in the Civil War.
…identify the bloodiest single day battle, which would be the bloodiest day in American history.

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Go over Homework- p. 334- #1-8  Causes of the Civil War

	Teacher led instruction
Students will take notes and gain some information from a Power Point as I lecture about “How
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	Guided Practice  
-Students will take the battles and place them on a map of where they occurred.  They must use a Blue “X” for Union victory, and a Red “X” for Southern victory.  Also to be included are visual representations of the following (using colors, shading, or markers):
-Sherman’s “March to the Sea”
-Anaconda Plan
-Area controlled by Union
-Area won by Union
-Area controlled by Confederacy
Include a legend to help with understanding the map.  An example can be found on page 363 of “The Americans” textbook.

	Independent Practice
Essay- “Why was the fall of Ft. Fisher so crucial to the fall of the Confederacy?”  Students should expand on their knowledge of Ft. Fisher and Wilmington.  Links should be made to the Anaconda Plan and the Robert E. Lee claiming Wilmington was the “Lifeline of the Confederacy” and that Ft. Fisher protected this port city.
Essays should be roughly 1 page

	Closure
Restate the goals:
“By now you should be able to identify which battles during the Civil war earned the title as being the bloodiest single day battle.
You should also be able to explain what the ultimate cost of the war was in terms of human losses.”
