	Lesson Title: Bringing an end to  slavery


Essential Question:
	What evidence could one draw from the two documents to support the theory that both slave and free blacks played an active role in bringing slavery to an end?



Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will examine the contributions made by both free and black slaves to determine what role they played in ending slavery.

	Teacher Designed Objectives (At the end of this lesson students should be able to…)
Students will be able to evaluate the role free and slave blacks played in bringing slavery to an end.



Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)
	Primary Sources:
1.  Interview of an escaped slave named James Parker that was quoted in James McPherson, Marching Toward Freedom.
2. A report written by Thomas Wentworth Higginson, Army Life in a Black Regiment 1869. Higginson was the commanding officer of that regiment.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) – Have students write on the board names of black individuals who played a prominent role in the abolition movement. Then discuss why the students had a limited number of names on the board and what does that tell us about history and the content learned by students regarding contributions made by African Americans. 


	Teacher led instruction – Discuss the role African Americans played during the abolitionist fight. Provide students information on various individuals. Ask open ended questions throughout the lecture to ensure students are following along and making the necessary connections.

	Guided Practice - Divide the students into groups of two. Have students read the two primary source documents. With their partner ask students to write down key phrases or words from the documents about the role African Americans played in the abolitionist movement according to the two eye witnesses. Once the students have completed this task hold a class discussion to discuss their findings. Ask questions to check the students understanding of the documents they read and their meaning


	Independent Practice- Write the essential question on the board and have student’s answer the essential questions in a brief essay. Collect the essay when students have completed the assignment.


	Closure – Bring the class together for a class discussion. Restate the essential questions and have students volunteer to share their response to the essential questions.
