	Teacher led instruction
Students will compete individually or in teams to score the most points. This activity would be a good review before a test or the EOC after the unit has been taught.

	Guided Practice  
Students will keep score as teacher guides the class through the activity.

	Independent Practice
Student/teams will keep track of their scores.

	Closure
Ask students to share one new thing they learned after the game is over.
