	Lesson Title: The Role of Women During the Civil War/ Meeting of the Woman Mind


Essential Question:
	3.02
1. To what extent were women involved in the Civil War? 
2. To help the war effort, how were women involved?
3. To what extent did the Civil War and Reconstruction positively impact the lives of women?



Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will be assigned a prominent woman from the Civil War era. They will read primary source documents and do a thorough research of the life and role of the assigned woman. They will portray the character in a round table discussion. They must bring a historical paper of the woman, a document, and a prop to represent the character. They will keep a journal from the perspective of the woman, outlining major battles and political decisions during the war. (4 entries)

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
As a class, brainstorm choices open to women who wanted to contribute to the war effort. List these ideas on the board. (Prior Knowledge)

	Teacher led instruction
The teacher will assign students a prominent woman from the list below. Each student will be responsible for researching the life and role of the woman during the Civil War. 
Louis May Alcott – author and army nurse
Clara Barton – founder of the American Red Cross
Mary Ann Bickerdyke – hospital administrator 
Belle Boyd – spy
Kady Brownell – "daughter" of a regiment
Lydia Maria Child – abolitionist and author 
Dorothea Dix –Union superintendent of nurses
Rose O’Neal Greenhow - spy
Sarah Edmonds – fought disguised as a man
Charlotte Forten – taught in the Freedman’s schools
Angelina Grimke – antislavery activist
Susie Taylor King – escaped slave, teacher and nurse
Mary Livermore – hospital administrator
Harriet Beecher Stowe – author and anti-slavery activist
Sojourner Truth – abolitionist
Harriet Tubman – abolitionist
Loreta Velazquez – recruited her own battalion as a man

	Independent Practice 
The student will research historical information and primary source documents to assimilate into the role of their assigned character. They must write a historical essay outlining the important role of their assigned woman during the Civil War era.  (ie…What were their accomplishments? Significance? Impact?) They will provide a primary source document and come dressed (or with a prop) as their character for a Meeting of the Minds discussion. The students will also keep a diary as their character would experience at least 4 major battles or political decisions of the era. 

	Closure
1. Meeting of the Minds Activity
2. After research break gender stereotypes of women in a class discussion and through looking at the original ideas of women roles. 
3. Keep a diary of their character and their reactions or involvement through the end of the Civil War and/or Reconstruction.  (4 entries)
