Brief Description of Lesson:
	In small groups students will analyze selected photographs from the Civil War and use them to draw conclusions about the war.

	Technology: 

· Teacher will need access to the Internet to get the access the pictures for the students.

· I prefer to have the students look at the pictures on the computer so I usually  complete an activity like this using a mobile laptop cart and have the pictures already pulled up for students and set up in stations.


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) 
1. Students will break into pairs and will have 2-3 minutes to jot down their thoughts about what life was like for soldiers during the Civil War.  Students will then have the opportunity to share their thoughts with the class for discussion.

	Teacher led instruction
1. The teacher will divide the students into small groups (2-3 students) and explain the activity. (See Attachment #1)



	Guided Practice  
1. The teacher will provide assistance to student groups as needed as they analyze the photographs.

	Independent Practice
1. Each group will be assigned to a station (see categories for photographs).  While at the station, students will work together to analyze the photographs using the Photo

Once the students have analyzed the photographs at the station they will use this information to write 1-2 questions or statements about the pictures on a piece of poster paper that has been posted on the wall. After 10-15 minutes groups will switch to another station and repeat the process. Students may not write the same ideas or questions on the butcher paper as another group.

2. After the student groups have had time to rotate through all (or the majority of) the stations they will spend 5-10 minutes completing a “Gallery Walk” where they review all that has been written on the posters.  As they complete the walk through they will be allowed to write down answers to other group's questions or add their own final thoughts. 



	Closure
1. After completing the Gallery Walk the teacher and students will discuss the overall impressions of the students about the lesson and the photographs.

2. Students will complete an exit slip (see Attachment #3) detailing their own learning and letting the teacher know if they have any further thoughts or questions.
