	Lesson Title: The Civil War Begins


Essential Question:
	What was the immediate cause of the Civil War?


Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will begin by answering the question on the board- Bell Ringer.   We will then discuss all possible answers to the Bell Ringer as it leads into the day’s lesson- The Civil War Begins.  Working in pairs, students will use the knowledge they have gained as well as their textbooks and examples of Civil War Newspaper headlines to create their own headlines about specific battles.  Students will then work on bookwork for class work/ homework.

	State Competency Goals (# and description)
Goal Three:
Crisis, Civil War, and Reconstruction (1848-1877) - The learner will analyze the issues that led to the Civil War, the effects of the war, and the impact of Reconstruction on the nation.

	Teacher Designed Objectives (At the end of this lesson students should be able to…)
-Students will be able to identify the long-term causes of the Civil War.
-Students will be able to explain the short-term immediate cause of the Civil War.
-Given a graph, students will be able to identify the differences in resources for the Southern and Northern forces.

	Technology:
-Computer, Projector


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
-Bell Ringer- “What was the immediate cause of the Civil War?”
-allow a few minutes to answer question, then turn in anonymously.  Teacher then goes over all the answers, and discusses why or why not the answer is not the immediate cause.
-Possible answers which could lead into discussion:  Dred Scott v Sandford, Slavery, Election of 1860, States Rights, Bombing of Ft. Sumter

	Teacher Input
-PowerPoint lecture of the beginning of the Civil War
-Student will participate in call/response activities throughout the lecture to gauge to student/ class knowledge

	Guided Practice  
Working in pairs, students will create a newspaper headline summarizing a key Civil War battle that occurred.  Write your headlines in a chart using these dates: April 1861, July 1861, February 1862, April 1862, September 1862. (Can be found in textbook on page 345- #2)

	Independent Practice
-Book Work- Chapter 11, Section 1 p. 339 (1,2), 340 (1,2), 345 (1,3,4,5)

	Closure
-Restate the goals and objectives of the lesson
-Ask the students to think about their views on drafts- conscription


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:
Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.
-Verbal questioning throughout the lesson allows the teacher to gauge the knowledge of the students
-An oral review at the end of class allows for questioning
