	Lesson Title: SC Nullification Crisis


Essential Question:
	· How did the Nullification Crisis demonstrate the widening divide between northern and southern states?
· How did the Nullification Crisis illustrate the debate over state’s rights?
· How was the Nullification Crisis resolved?


Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will discuss the growing divide between the North and the South and the continuing argument over state’s rights as they study the SC Nullification Crisis.


Lesson Plan Objectives:
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	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
1. Teacher and students will review:
a. Arguments set forth in Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions and 10th Amendment
b. Northern and Southern economies
c. Northern and Southern stance on tariffs

	Guided Practice  
Students will be divided into small groups of 3-4 students.  Each group will be given a primary source to analyze (see linked primary sources).  
Students in each team will be assigned a role (reader, recorder, reporter, researcher) to study their assigned materials.  Student groups will use the analysis sheet from the Gilder Lehrman site (see linked Nullification

· Title of Source
· Author of Source
· Summary of Reading
· Key Vocabulary
· Questions you have after completing the reading
Class Discussion:  The teacher will moderate a short class discussion after all sources have been analyzed to discuss each source in depth.  Each student group will share their findings.

	Independent Practice
Students may choose one (1) of the following activities:
· Write a news article about the nullification crisis
· Pretend to interview Jackson or Calhoun.  Create ten (10) questions and answers about the event.
· Draw a comic strip or political cartoon to illustrate the crisis

	Closure
Students will complete exit slips (see attached)


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:
Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.
1. Informally the teacher will assess student comprehension through discussion during the teacher led instruction, while the students are completing their group analysis, and during the class discussion.
2. Students will complete source analysis worksheets for their group’s primary source (see Nullification
