Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Ask students what they know about the Emancipation Proclamation. List their responses on a KWL chart sheet of paper. Display our initial thoughts throughout this lesson in the classroom.  Explain to students that they will analyze the document and go on a fact-finding mission to understand the context in which it was written.


	Teacher led instruction
Literature Circle Discussion: Ask volunteers to tell why they think President Lincoln issued the Emancipation Proclamation. Then have students use the Internet and other resources, including encyclopedias and books and videos on Abraham Lincoln and the Civil War, to explore what was happening in the war in late 1862 and in the Union and Confederacy that might have prompted this.
Also use Gibbs Smith Social Studies book for grade 5. Have students read the brief background information on the Emancipation Proclamation and finding historical documents. (use doc.cam)
2. Once they have located the Emancipation Proclamation, encourage each student to read the entire document. When students are finished reading, have them write a few sentences on what they think the document is about. Students will then complete the worksheet using complete sentences to convey their thoughts. 


	Guided Practice  
Discuss with students whether their ideas about the Emancipation Proclamation changed after they completed the worksheet. Some students may have initially thought that the Emancipation Proclamation freed all the enslaved people in the North and South. Encourage volunteers to find phrases or passages that specify which enslaved people were freed. Ask students why they think Lincoln did not free all enslaved people. Students should consider why enslaved people in the Union's border states — Kansas, Missouri, Maryland, and Delaware — were not freed under the order.


	Independent Practice
Have students gather in small groups with the evidence they've uncovered. Students should discuss the significance of the Emancipation Proclamation, why it was issued, and what impact it had on the course of the war and the future of the United States. Encourage volunteers from each group to present their findings to the class. 

	Closure:
· Challenge students to examine other primary sources from the Civil War period, such as Lincoln's Gettysburg Address and Second Inaugural Address, or diaries and letters from those who fought in the war. Students can identify what each primary source tells about the writer and the war. You might discuss with students how primary sources written for a small audience, such as letters and diary entries, can be more personal and contain more details than those written for a large audience, such as speeches and laws.
· Have students find a copy of the Declaration of Independence and read the second paragraph, which begins, "We hold these truths . . ." This paragraph addresses the American idea of individual rights. Challenge students to write a brief report about this statement. Students should tell when and why the Declaration was made and quote some of the most important parts of it in your report. Then have students discuss how the idea of individual rights connects to the ideas expressed in the Emancipation Proclamation.
