	Teacher led instruction
As a class teacher and class brainstorm pros and cons of learning information from powerpoints and other media forms.

	Guided Practice  
Teacher passes out instructions and shows students how to get to Glog link. Teacher reviews all the requirements for assignment.

	Independent Practice
Students use the internet to reach Glog, review and complete activity. 

	Closure
Class comes together to compare and contrast powerpoint to Glogs and discuss possibility of students creating their own Glogg.


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:
Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.
Students will be evaluated using a rubric for journal.
Assessment of the Lesson:
This is for teachers using the plan to reflect on what worked and what needs modification.
Teacher will evaluate the level of engagement of students. Teacher will evaluate students ability to navigate Glog and synthesize information in their journal. Teacher will also look at amount of time spent on activity and determine if it was too long, too short, or just right.
