	Lesson Title:  Slavery Jigsaw with Primary Documents


Essential Question:
	How do contemporary sources help us learn about antebellum slavery?
Describe how antebellum slavery contributed to American culture? 



Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will teach each other about slave life in America. They will research with a group on a specific aspect of slave life (family, living conditions, education, religion, men women and gender. They will be using primary sources to find their information. After the group has gathered their information, students will go back to their original groups and share. Creative expression will be used to culminate the learning.

3. Work cooperatively in a group
4. Understand how slavery affected the lives of African Americans in the U.S. in various areas
5. Describe how slaves contributed to the culture of America
6. Express their feelings on the subject of slavery through creative art

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
In order to grab student attention, read or play the audio of a personal narrative from a slave in America. Ask students about what they heard. Have them put the information into their own words. If they haven't used them before, discuss what primary sources are. Ask students if they think they would learn more/better from primary or secondary sources and why. Explain that they are going to be the teachers about slave life and that they will be learning their information from primary sources.

	Teacher led instruction
Using a projector, walk the students through the steps to finding the pbs website they will be using. Go to www

HYPERLINK "http://www.pbs.org/wnet/slavery/"/#  This will bring you to “Slavery and the making of America”. Go to The slave experience and click on the drop down menu. All the categories they will be researching will appear. Explain that in groups they will research one of the following categories:  1. the family, 2. men, women and gender, 3. living conditions, 4. education, arts and culture, 5. religion. Go to one of the categories and show students how on each category they will find “Get the Historical Overview”, “Character Spotlight”, “Original Documents”, and  “Personal Narratives”. Explain that they will be responsible for information from each of these sources. Go over instructions for each source. For example,  on “Get the historical Overview” they need to answer two of the questions posed. They will read the “character spotlight” and write down information on the person given. For “original documents”, they will need to choose one document out of those available.  They will read the document and report on their findings. For “personal narratives” they can either read or listen to a personal account about slavery in their particular category.  
After this demonstration has been completed, explain the way a jigsaw works (if they don't already know) The basic idea of a jigsaw is that you work with a group to find information and then teach it to your base group. 

	Guided Practice  
There won't be any specific guided practice with this lesson. The teacher will guide students as instruction and demonstration occurs.

	Independent Practice
Put students into base groups of 5. Have each group count off by five and get with the corresponding  number. Assign each group one of the five categories above. Allow students the use of the internet to collect their information. Each member of each group should be working on a different part of the research. After the groups have been given ample time to gather the required information, they should return to their base group. Once in their base group, the students should take turns teaching their information to the rest of the group.

	Closure
Have the base groups create some type of artwork that summarizes the way they feel about all the information they have just learned. Give creative freedom to the students in this part of the exercise. Allow them to use literal interpretations or symbolic representation.


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:
Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.
Evaluation of the lesson will be based mostly on observation of the groups as they work. A simple rubric based on the following of directions, participation by group members, and the finished artwork will be used.
