	Grade Level: 5

	Class Time Required: 30 minute presentation/ 2-5 day to work on project

	Lesson Title: Women, Stamps and the Civil War


Essential Question:
	How did the roles of woman change during the Civil War? Why is it important to remember their contributions? How did the conflicts between North and South affect every day life of people not involved in the war?


Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will investigate the different roles of women in the Civil War. Students will work in groups and individually to learn more about women in the Civil War and choose a woman that interests them to research. Students will make a commemorative stamp honoring their chosen woman. Students should investigate what happened  to postage stamps during the Civil War and recognize how the division of North and South affected everyday people.


Lesson Plan Objectives:
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	4.05 Describe the impact of wars and conflicts on United States citizens, including but not limited to, the Civil War, World War I, World War II, the Korean War, the Vietnam War, Persian Gulf War, and the twenty-first century war on terrorism.
3.05 Describe the religious and ethnic impact of settlement on different regions of the United States
4.06 Evaluate the effectiveness of civil rights and social movements throughout United States' history that reflect the struggle for equality and constitutional rights for all citizens

	Teacher Designed Objectives (At the end of this lesson students should be able to…)
Identify the different roles women played in the Civil War. Choose a specific woman of interest and understand the importance of her contribution to the Civil War. Students will also be able to apply this knowledge by creating a commemorative stamp.

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	Technology:  Internet and smartboard and library books. 


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
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Students will work in groups to take notes on a consensus map noting what they see. Students will then discuss what they saw and come to a one statement consensus about what they think women's roles were in the Civil War.


	Teacher led instruction
Teacher will have groups share their consensus and write student responses on smartboard. Teacher will then generate ideas of roles women could have played and lead students to topics, such as, women as soldiers, spies, nurses etc.

	Guided Practice  
Teacher will review websites with students pointing out important women in the Civil War and discuss their assignment.


	Independent Practice
Students use the internet to find a picture of a famous woman from the Civil War. Students will read about person and write a short description of their contribution to the Civil War. Students will then design a postage stamp to honor their chosen woman. 
*Students will receive extra credit if they can figure out why they are designing a postage stamp. What is the importance of the stamp in the civil war?  ( The conflict between North and South ran deep, even effecting postage stamps) 

	Closure
Class comes together present their picture, their summary and their stamp. They will explain how their stamp honors their chosen historical figure.


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:
Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.
Students will be evaluated using a checklist of completion and presentation of assignment, as well as, complete a self reflection. 
Assessment of the Lesson:
This is for teachers using the plan to reflect on what worked and what needs modification.
Teacher will evaluate the level of engagement of students. Teacher will look at how well students worked in groups and used consensus maps. Teacher will also evaluate students ability to navigate through websites and understand information they read. Teacher will also look at Creativity of stamps created.
