Monologue 
Remember, in a monologue you are speaking as your “Enemy of Slavery.” You can write your monologue like you are speaking to another person or if you are just speaking your thoughts out loud.
In your monologue make sure to mentions:
1. Who you are
2. How/why you became an enemy of slavery
3. What you were most passionate about
When you are presenting make sure you:
1. Speak loudly and clearly
2. Get “in” to your characters
3. Engage the audience to “feel” what that person felt at that time.
You must turn in a written copy of your monologue either on index cards or typed up in Word.
