	Subject: Slavery opposition

	Grade Level: 5

	Class Time Required: 30 minutes teacher/ week or two students

	Lesson Title: Enemies of Slavery


Essential Question:
	How does learning through autobiography presentations of a historical figure help you have a better understanding and appreciation for that time period?  How does  this new appreciation lead to a more comprehensive understanding of the significant and integral role that historical figure played in history?



Brief Description of Lesson:
	After learning about the the civil war and reconstruction, students will choose an “enemy of slavery” to research and present to the class. For the presentation students will develop a monologue to present to the class as their historical enemy of slavery figure. They will dress as that person and bring in props that enhance the viewers understanding of the role his/her figure played in history.  They will also complete a character reflection and participate in a peer review during presentations.


Lesson Plan Objectives:

	Teacher Designed Objectives (At the end of this lesson students should be able to…)
Students will be able to extend their knowledge of the Civil War and Reconstruction by researching the roles key people played in history. Students will be able to write a autobiographical monologue to present to the class, as well as, a short reflection on their figure.



Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)
	Primary Sources:  
Secondary Sources: Biographies and Autobiographies of historical figure.  Book Enemies of Slavery  by David A. Adler, 2004


	Technology: Internet, Powerpoint, Word, etc.


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Teacher chooses an enemy of slavery, dresses up as the person and enters class to demonstrate final product expected from class.  Teacher hands out peer review sheet to class and delivers monologue.

	Teacher led instruction
Teacher hands out project requirements and brainstorms with class to discuss possible resources available. Teacher reads a few excerpts from Enemies of Slavery to help students start to think about who they would like to research.
Depending on class time students can start research process by going to library or computer lab or start research another day. Teacher decides date when students must choose their person to research.

	Guided Practice  
During the next class (or next few classes)  teacher can pair students, have them work in groups or individually to complete research. Teacher facilitates research process and encourages students to help one another find necessary information. *Teacher can also teach a mini lesson on relevant/ non-relevant information.

	Independent Practice
Next,  students work on putting all the information they need together filling out necessary sheets.

	Closure
Finally, students present to each other,  complete peer evaluations, hand reflection to teacher.


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:
Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.
Students will be evaluated using a rubric/points on completing each section of the project 1) research notes 2) presentation 3) reflection 4) peer evaluation. Throughout the project teacher will make informal evaluations as to student interest of project and project difficulty. Teacher will also note student ability to complete the research process.
Assessment of the Lesson:
This is for teachers using the plan to reflect on what worked and what needs modification.
Teacher will evaluate the level of engagement of students. Teacher will evaluate students ability to conduct and apply research skills. Teacher will also look at amount of time allotted for each part of project. Finally, teacher will determine if the quality of students projects matched with their increase of knowledge on their research topic.
