Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Students will listen to an audio recording of a former slave.  This is primarily to “hook” them at the beginning by hearing from an actual slave.  They will then create a KWL chart of what they know about slavery, would like to know about slavery and have learned about slavery.  


	Teacher led instruction
Using the following website teacher will go through interactive slide show.  Pictures, dates and information are presented.  Students will be required to record at least one interesting fact from each slide for their charts.

	Guided Practice  
Students will be placed in groups to read and discuss selected slave stories.  They should record information such as: name, setting and interesting facts to share with other groups.  After allotted time students will share   their stories with other groups to get a collected experience of various perspectives of slavery.

	Independent Practice
Students will go through “A Day in the Life” a website following the life of a slave child.  Once complete students will write a short narrative of the a day in the life of a slave child.

	Closure
Students will complete their KWL chart.
