	Lesson Title:  Leaders in the Civil Rights Movement



Essential Question:

	What would the Civil Rights Movement be without the brave men and women who fought for equal rights for all people?



Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will research influential people from the Civil Rights movement.




Lesson Plan Objectives:
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	4.03 Describe the contributions of people of diverse cultures throughout the history of the United States.
4.05 Describe the impact of wars and conflicts on United States citizens, including but not limited to, the Civil War, World War I, World War II, the Korean War, the Vietnam War, Persian Gulf War, and the twenty-first century war on terrorism.



	Teacher Designed Objectives (At the end of this lesson students should be able to…)

Students will develop an understanding of influential people of the Civil Rights movement

Students will demonstrate a knowledge of the significance of leaders (young and old) in society.

Pictures of Civil Rights Leaders: Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., John Brown, Mary McLeod Bethune(statue also); Frederick Douglas, Marcus Garvey, Ruby Bridges, Medgar Evers, Sojourner Truth, Dred Scott, Rosa Parks, Harriet Tubman, Malcolm X, and Nat Turner.

Secondary Sources:
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	Technology:  Computer access


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Read aloud, Sweet Clara and the Freedom Quilt, by Deborah Hopkinson

Ask questions during reading about the language and messages between mother and daughter.

	Teacher led instruction
Discuss with students the purpose of the quilt and continue to discuss the bigger picture of escaping slavery.

	Guided Practice  
We will brainstorm as a class persons we consider to be heroes and give concrete reasons to support the responses.  Identify the pictures the teacher has collected to assess whether students can recognize any or all of them. If students suggest that these persons are heroes, they must support this with at least three reasons.

	Independent Practice
Students will be asked to visit the websites given as well as biographies to research and develop a Glogster poster presentation about at least four persons, from the 

Civil Rights Movement. 

	Closure
We will have a class discussion at the end of the lesson to share information and additional individuals researched by students.
