Essential Question:

	How can you demonstrate the causes  and effects, significance of,  and/or impact of,  a particular historical event  through illustrations, dialogue, etc.  



Brief Description of Lesson:
	This lesson is a great way to present information to your students when you don’t have a great deal of time. It allows them to visualize historical facts, stories, and time periods without taking copious amounts of notes. The students will take an outline of notes on a historical time period and turn them into a storyboard of events. They could use notes outlined by the teacher or use textbooks and/or primary sources.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Ask students if they know what a storyboard is. Explain that storyboards are like comic strips, but instead of being humorous, they show the chronology of a movie before it is animated. Explain that they will be creating storyboards to show a series of events chronologically. Also explain that storyboards do not show details, but main events. 

Show a storyboard to the class. These can easily be found by googling “movie storyboards”.

 

	Teacher led instruction
Pass out outlines, text, literature, or selected primary source to the students. Read the first event in the outline to the class and show the students how to do the first box. Show them how they can use stick figures if need-be, dialogue bubbles, subtitles, etc.

	Guided Practice  
Draw the next box and ask volunteers to explain what the next box should have in it according to the text. Take several answers and guide the students to decide together on the most suitable picture/information to put in the box. Encourage students to think about including essential information for your objectives of the lesson and /or essential question you have posed.

	Independent Practice
Put the students in groups of 2 or 3, keeping in mind their individual creative and artistic abilities.

	Closure
Hang the finished storyboards around the room and allow the students to go on a “gallery walk” to look at the finished products. An evaluation form could accompany the students on their walk.
