· Did the value of US foreign trade rise or fall between 1806 and 1808?

	Teacher led instruction
As a class by using the book fill in a problem and solution chart on the War of 1812.  

Discuss the problems and the solutions as a class throughout this note-taking chart especially highlighting the effects on NC and the South.

	Guided Practice  
With a partner create a timeline of the War of 1812.  Highlight in a creative way North Carolina’s role as you make your timeline.

20 minutes



	Independent Practice
The Great Spirit said he gave this great island to his red children. He placed the whites on the other side of the big water. They were not contented with their own, but came to take ours from us. They have driven us from the sea to the lakes. We can go no farther. They have taken upon themselves to say this tract belongs to the Miamis, this to the Delawares, and so on. But the Great Spirit intended it as the common property of all the Tribes, nor can it be sold without the consent of all. Our father tells us that we have no business on the Wabash, the land belongs to other Tribes, but the Great Spirit ordered us to come here and we shall stay. 

Read the quote by Tecumseh and write a paragraph in your journal of the Native American complaints that Tecumseh makes in the quote and relate his complaints and feelings to those we have discussed in the past.  Do you agree or disagree with Tecumseh and why?
