	Lesson Title: Creating Nationalism through Art


Essential Question:
	1. How did the art of 1801-1850 reflect a collective sense of nationalism and sectionalism?
2. How did the U.S. develop and create its unique style through the art in the early 1800s?



Brief Description of Lesson:
	The teacher is to hang the art around the classroom for the students to analyze. Students will be in teacher created groups and are to take a museum walk around the classroom analyzing unique landscape art of the early 1800s. They will have questions to answer for each work of painting they observe. 
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	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…
The students will understand how art was used to create nationalism and promote sectionalism in the U.S.


Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)
	Primary Sources:
Copies of Landscape paintings. (Attached in a powerpoint, found on various internet sources.)


	Technology: Internet


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Reading Journal Assignment: 
Are art and literature effective formats for communicating political and social discontent? (Discuss modern ways this occurs.)


	Teacher led instruction
Notes for 2.02 delivered from the USH standard course of study. This lesson covers the important people, literature and philophical concepts of the early 1800’s.
Prior to students entering class: teacher will print off painting examples and hang them around the classroom for museum walk.

	Guided Practice:
Teacher will put students in groups according to their class size and distribute the list of questions to be answered (see attachment). The students will walk around the room in an organized manner allowing students to spend about five minutes on each painting to answer the questions from the handout.

	Group Practice:
The group will be required to discuss the answers and analysis with the class.

	Closure
Students will choose one painting and discuss how it reflects the social, political, and cultural situation of the early 1800’s.
