Observe student created graphs to ensure understanding of the process and accuracy of presentation.  Guided questions provided by the teacher



	Independent Practice
Creation and interpretation of graphs, political cartoons and advertisements

	Closure
As a class we will review the projects and the websites discussing their answers as well a presentation of their cartoons and advertisements;  discussions on the cartoons and ads will follow

1. What were the four key parts of the Compromise of 1850 as we discussed?  At your computer create advertisement like you would see in a magazine or on a pop up to explain these.  Do this from either a southern or northern point of view.

5. Based on the information you have gathered, why do you think upper southern states were the last to push for secession from the Union?

6. Why did most territories fall to Union control?

7. Why is it ironic that Kansas had only a few slaves (think of what happened in the past)?

8. What southern state had the largest portion of free blacks?

9. What do you think life was like for free blacks in the south?

10. Regarding immigration, what part of the country had the most immigration?  Speculate as to how this could benefit that part of the country as it prepared for the Civil War.

11. Regarding industry, compare two northern states on the coast to two southern states on the coast.  Look at growth or decline in the period listed.  Make inferences based on this information regarding the coming war, economy, and other observations you can make.
