Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)- 10 minutes

· Chapter 2 Vocabulary- Lewis and Clark, Aaron Burr, John Marshall, Judiciary Act of 1801, midnight judges, Marbury v Madison, judicial review, Louisiana Purchase, Sacagawea

	Teacher led instruction- 45 minutes

-Students will take notes using guided notes as they follow along with the PowerPoint lecture

-PowerPoint is on USB marked US History- Located in Goal 1 file

-We will examine the Louisiana Purchase document-

    -Students will take notice of the original intent of the Purchase- to purchase the access to   the port, and how it expanded into the larger purchase of the Louisiana territory

    -Student will also be guided towards recognizing that some of the “Purchase” was for reconciliation of claims against France.

    -Students will be asked to analyze the document- How could this sale be in some ways related to the growing tension between expanding American borders (western frontiersmen) and France’s struggle to hold onto and fight for land that is thousands of miles away from France.

	Guided Practice- 20 minutes

-Students will complete a Louisiana Purchase worksheet and activity.  Students will read the worksheet independently and quietly.  Then we will discuss the reading material, and students will complete the questions.

	Independent Practice- 10 minutes- Classwork/ Homework

-Students will complete a quiz on the notes from the days lesoon.

	Closure- 5 minutes

-Review what we learned
