-what the colonies economy was

-what the colonists beliefs were

-why they decided to split from England

-identify the role that church and religion played in the colonies

-farming in the colonies

-the food that was in the colonies

-parks in the American colonies

-education options for girls and boys in the colonies

-what the 13 colonies were and how they were separated

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Why did you come to school today?  Compare students’ answers.  Does anyone have the same reasons for coming to school?  Who has a different reason for coming?  Why are your answers varied? 

	Teacher led instruction Read the article together.  After every section, come up with a statement about the section and put it on the board.  For example:  Why they came?  The colonists came because they wanted to practice their own religion.

	Guided Practice  

Create a book together.  Directions for the book: Take 3 blank sheets of paper and fold hamburger style.  For each page use a different section of the article.  
1. 13 colonies  2. Why They Came? 3. Economy 4.  Beliefs 5. Revolution 6. Religion and Church 7. Farming in the 13 American colonies 8. Food in the 13 colonies 9. Parks in the 13 colonies 10. Schools in the colonies 

	Independent Practice

The students create the book and use the statements from the board or statements that they have come up with for each section 

	Closure Ticket out the door of what they learned
