1.  Students will be divided into groups;  5 -6 students is a good number because of the 	different articles and responsibilities to be assigned.  To have the best success include 	in each group a student that:   organizes well,  an artistic student, and a student with 	good computer skills.
2.  Provide each group with daily “journal.”  Notes on what each student did to reach goals.  	This can be used to do attendance as well as make teacher notes about effectiveness 	of each student.  This can be a different sheet daily or one for entire project.  This is 	used to determine participation part of over-all grade.
3.   Four-Day Guidelines:
	Day 1:   pass out requirements, discuss with students and answer 
		   questions.  Students to pick region, brainstorm articles and
		   assign for homework.
	Day 2:  students to go over homework (articles) and determine if
		   information is correct and rough drafts meet criteria.  Students
		   to begin to lay out their gazettes.  (Rough draft)
	Day 3:   students have articles complete and ready to paste on gazette 
		   sheets;  add artwork and turn in finished product by end of class.
	Day 4:   students return to groups to assess gazettes.  Students have 10 
		   minute time limit to complete student rubric.  Tell students
		   constructive feedback will used as part of their participation
		   grade for day.
4.  Teacher:   
	a)  take assessment sheets from groups and get average for each
