	Lesson Title:   In search of North Carolina’s Native American Past




Essential Question:
	Who lived in North Carolina before the Europeans?  What can you infer about the first interactions between Native Americans and Europeans in North Carolina?  What impact did Native Americans have on the development of North Carolina?
Evaluate the relationship between Native Americans and Europeans and explain how it shaped our state today.





Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will use a variety of primary and secondary resources to formulate and develop a response to the daily essential question.  Students will present their responses through one of the mandated technology rich activities.  
Possible presentations include: PowerPoint, Video Diary, Recreations, “Toon Doo” or “XtraNormal”.

	Teacher Designed Objectives:  Students will be able to show a clear understanding of the importance of Native Americans to North Carolina and influence they had on the direction of our state.




Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)
	Primary Sources:    Sir Ralph Lane, Raleigh’s First Colony;    Thomas Hariot, A Briefe and True Report of the New Found Land of Virginia;     John Lawson,  A New Voyage to Carolina;    William Bartram, Travels Through North & South Carolina, Georgia, East & West Florida, the Cherokee Country,  North Carolina General Assembly: Report and Resolution of a Joint Committee of the Legislature of North Carolina, Relative to the Cherokee Indians (1834) This article from the state legislature argues in favor of the removal of American Indians from the state.
Secondary Sources:
North Carolina Indians (1983), published by the Commission of Indian Affairs in the NC Department of Administration.


	Technology: Computer lab,LCD Projector, document camera,  internet, Powerpoint, Toon Doo, XtraNormal.




Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) Students will brainstorm what they already know about Native American History and North Carolina by taking turning writing statements on the board.  Statements can be added to if another student would like but cannot be changed.

	Teacher led instruction:  Teacher will share excerpts from the above primary and secondary sources to expand student knowledge of Native American life and encounters with first Europeans. Students should take notes and start to formulate the basis of the story they wish to recreate using one of the before mentioned technology rich activities.

	Guided Practice:   Note: Students may need instructions on how to use the before mentioned technology rich activities if they have not yet used them.  The teacher will facilitate student research as they begin to choose their characters and the accounts of early Native American interactions with North Carolina’s European settlers.  Students should be guided to factual information and primary sources to gather information.  See resources below.

	Independent Practice:  Students will complete research and create a technology rich presentation to tell an account of Native American and European interaction in early North Carolina.  Account should be detailed and accurate. Presentation should be concise and meaningful while providing information that can answer one of the lessons essential questions.

	Closure:  Students will present projects in class.  



Evaluation of Student Comprehension:  Student should be able to show a clear understanding of the lesson objectives while being able to answer the essential questions through their presentation.  Students will be graded on accuracy of information, class participation, creativity, and the use of technology.  Student must cite primary resources and present examples for any inferences that they make from gather resources.

Assessment of the Lesson:
This lesson assumes that students are familiar with exploring and using primary source documents as a source of information.

Teachers may want to develop a prescribed grading rubric for this assignment based on district goals and expectations.
