	Lesson Title:    Regulators and Lawyers




Essential Question:
	
Where the Regulators justified in attacking the North Carolina colonial government?




Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will use their background of sectionalism in North Carolina and the goals of the colonial government to discuss the letter from Richard Henry Lee and his opinion of the Regulator Movement.   Students will review characteristics of the easterners and westerners.  They will then analyze the letter to determine who Richard Lee supported in the situation

	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…
	
To take a stance and write an persuasive essay from either side.    The students will understand how primary source documents add more “life” to what they are studying because they provide the emotion and opinion of the writer.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Students to pair-share to complete a Venn Diagram about sectionalism in North Carolina during the colonial time and particularly prior to the Regulator War

	Teacher led instruction
Teacher will complete a Venn Diagram of Easterners and Westerners on the whiteboard using student input from their activity to obtain a complete list of characteristics.  Students will offer problems that arose due to the differences, who would be blamed and how they would move for change.  


	Guided Practice  
Teacher to review the APPARTS method for analyzing an primary source document prior introducing the letter.  Teacher will then present the letter and let students analyze based on APPARTS.  Teacher will then lead a discussion of the document to determine Lee’s observations of the situation and draw a conclusion about why he focused on lawyers.

	Independent Practice
Students to write an editorial about the Regulator Movement or Battle of Alamance from the point of view of a lawmaker, royal governor, eastern business owner, or small western famer.  Students to used the persuasive essay format from Communication Skills Curriculum

	Closure
Ask students what was the reason for the letter and why do they think reading the letter was important for them to understand the westerners better.

1.  Anticipatory set….students can list their facts and then add additional ones in another color pen
			to determine their base of knowledge and additional information
2.  APPARTS  -  using the format to analyze the letter will result in a uniform set of information so 
			students create a frame of reference that is classwide
3.  “Grade”  -  students letter will be graded for depth of knowledge and types of facts used to strengthen
			student’s argument.
