	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…

-understand why the Revolutionary War happened

-why the colonists were upset with British policies

-what the policies were that upset the colonists

-cause and effect of events
-why the colonists had no choice but to separate from England

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Students pick an event from their lives and write down five things that lead up to it.  For example if they say they won a basketball championship. The events leading up to it can be practice, started playing when they were 5, beat the number one etc. 

	Teacher led instruction
Teacher discusses the events with the students.  Cause and effect, what could have happened differently (the student could have broken his leg)  The teacher will then discuss that this also happens in history.  Things line up so events that we learn about occur.  

	Guided Practice  

Students will then go online and research the timeline.  They can pick the five most important events that they think caused the Revolutionary War.   They will put their information in the worksheet provided

	Independent Practice

The students will then find pictures that go along with the events.  In the last box on their worksheet they will write how this event lead to the Revolutionary War

	Closure
Students present their timelines
