-the colonists slogan to for the Revolutionary War

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Create a school appropriate slogan or saying or motto or battle cry that you could use if you felt something was unfair.  For example if you felt your teacher was unfair or something at school was unfair.  

	Teacher led instruction  Teachers should distribute the readers theater.  Let students look through it to see if they want to pick someone to be.  

	Guided Practice  

Students should be given some time to look it over and if they need help they could ask the teacher.  

	Independent Practice

Students act out the play.  For the students not in the play who will have trouble watching they can create a thinking map bubble map with Acts in the middle.  The bubble map will be about the different Acts that England passed on the colonists

	Closure
Ticket out the door with a two questions.

1. What was the colonists’ slogan?  (they were upset about taxes)

2. Give one way that North Carolina stuck up for the colonies or themselves?
