	Lesson Title:  Brunswick Town Pre-Visit  Web Quest


Essential Question:
	How does the historic site, Brunswick Town, in Winnabow, NC, fit into the context of the colonial period?


Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will complete a web quest prior to their Brunswick Town field trip to give them background information on the historic site. Students will be given a series of web pages and critical thinking questions for each to help them prepare for their experience.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Circle Map
Have the class create a circle map on the board related to the Lower Cape Fear during the colonial era in order to establish their prior knowledge. 5 minutes



	Teacher led instruction
Explain to students the purpose of the web quest (i.e we will be taking a field trip to Brunswick Town and we want them to familiarize themselves with the historic site prior to their arrival). Give instructions on how to undertake the web quest and expectations for the brochure. 2 minutes



	Guided Practice  
 Web Quest
Students will use the web sites provided to place Brunswick Town into the context of the colonial period as a whole. Students will need to take notes on each site visited in order to answer a set of questions about the era. 50 minutes


	Independent Practice
Brochure
Students will create a brochure encouraging colonists to come to the region giving specifics from their research and online explorations. 30 minutes


	Closure
Exit Card

Students will write 3 questions to ask the site interpreter at Brunswick Town. Questions should show evidence of background knowledge of the colonial period and the Brunswick site. 3 minutes



Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

Students will be assessed based on their web quest responses, question development and, using a rubric, their brochure as a final product.
