	Lesson Title:  Colonial Review – Class Human Timeline


Essential Question:

	· What events define the colonial era?



Brief Description of Lesson:

	· After reading 1,034 pages of their AP U.S. History textbook, students need a refresher on colonialism, days before the APUSH Exam. A great way to review is to have students create a human timeline. Each student will be assigned two events from the colonial period. They will be responsible for determining the dates and significance of their events. They will also be expected to type their event and details into the class timeline doc for distribution to students at the end of the lesson. The biggest piece of their product is their oral presentation. Students will put themselves in chronological order based on their event and will orally present the significance of their event when their time comes. This brings events to life and allows students to revisit ideas and events from months past. It also provides a tangible documents from which students can review before the exam.

Objectives

2.04   Assess how the new national and state governments were formed and their effects on American society.


Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)

	Primary Sources:
· Primary sources will vary based on the student and their events. Some students will utilize primary sources to help them explain the historical significance of their event. Others will not. No primary sources will be provided to students, however their use will be encouraged through their own research.
Secondary Sources:
· Historical notes/text 

· Various online sources

	Technology:
· Computers for research and input into a word doc




Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

· Engage students by writing two dates on the board (the start and end dates of your activity) Then, the teacher will ask, “what happened between these years? And why do we care?” These two questions will guide students in their activity for the day. 



	Teacher led instruction
· Since this is a review activity the teacher will provide students with a word doc of dates, a hat full of events and paper to create signs. The teacher will provide clear directions for the activity with a copy of the step-by-step process all students should follow.

· The teacher will also facilitate the oral presentation of the human timeline as needed.



	Guided Practice  

· The guided practice for this lesson is the activity. As the student looks up their events, the teacher will be there to monitor, clarify and answer questions. 



	Independent Practice

· The indie. practice for this lesson is the product. Students will work independently:

· 1. Looking up their two events

· 2. Identify the dates in which they took place

· 3. Formulizing explanations for each event that discuss the historical significance and any controversies that lie with their event

· 4. Fitting their event into the class timeline on the Word Doc and in the actual human timeline

· 5. Orally presenting the historical significance of both events



	Closure
· Students will be given a copy of the class created Colonial Human timeline doc to study for the APUSH Exam.




Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

· Assessment results will be based on the student’s contribution to the class Colonial timeline Word Doc and their ability to accurately participate in the Human timeline oral component.
