	Lesson Title: Colonial Society in the 18th Century



Essential Question:

	According to some early colonist who is responsible for deciding who has the authority to govern?



Brief Description of Lesson:

	After studying Colonial Society in the 18th century students will examine the different beliefs of the colonist regarding authority.

	Teacher Designed Objectives:

Students will learn about the significance of religion in early colonial society and the impact it had on determining who was the authoritative figure.


Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)

	Primary Sources: A Sermon on Loyalty and Freedom by Jonathan Mayhew 1750; A Sermon on Submission by Jonathan Boucher 1775; The Consent of the People an essay concerning the true original extent and end of civil government by John Locke

Secondary Sources: N/A

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) – 5 minutes - Have students make a list of issues and rules that they experience daily. Then have them write next to each item who has decided/ created those rules, regulations and consequences



	Teacher led instruction – 45 minutes – teacher will provide a lecture on Colonial Society in the 18th century. 

	Guided Practice -20 minutes - Divide students into groups of three. Have students read, discuss, and analyze the primary documents. After 15 minutes of group work have students gather together as a class. Hold a class discussion regarding the documents. The teacher should ask open-ended questions to check the students’ understanding of the information they read.


	Independent Practice – 10 minutes – Have students individually answer the following questions about the documents they read: 1) Compare and contrast the views of Mayhew and Boucher on the uses of liberty. 2) According to John Locke, what was the primary force guiding man or human kind?

	Closure –10 minutes – Gather students together as a class. Discuss their answers to the questions. Summarize the key ideas from the lesson. Restate the essential question and have students create a list of appropriate responses to the essential question. For homework have students write an essay in which they evaluate the following statement: “During the colonial period, religion provides the primary rationale for authority of the king”.

Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.

1. Teacher will reflect on open ended questions responses

2. Examine students’ answers to the specific questions regarding the documents

3. Evaluate the answers given by students to the essential question
