Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
As a class, brainstorm roles of revolutionary women (compile a list). Compare and contrast with roles of American women in the 21st century. 


	Teacher led instruction
 Lecture on colonial life: socially, politically, and economically. 

 Model a poster of a woman with her contributories. Discuss and demonstrate an I research paper. Providing students with appropriate rubric. The teacher can provide a list of notable women or provide the time period and allow the students choice.  



	Guided Practice  

Model a poster of a woman with her contributories. Discuss and demonstrate an I research paper. Providing students with appropriate rubric. The teacher can provide a list of notable women or provide the time period and allow the students choice.  



	Independent Practice
The students will research women from a provided list or from their choosing during a specific colonial time period. They will create a poster with a picture of the woman (provide the years) and bullet point facts about her contributories. They will also write a two page paper on their research in the format of…


	Closure
Finally, we will place all the different women posters around the class and conduct an historical museum walk, where they will be responsible for taking notes on all the women. As a class, we will return to our original list (Jump-starter activity) and discuss the reactions. What surprised them? How does it compare to today? Etc.. They will turn in their paper for a grade.
