	Subject: Civics and Economics 

	Grade Level: 10th 

	Class Time required: 90 min 

	Lesson Title: Quakers religious impact on the U.S. and North Carolina  


Essential Question:

	How did the Quaker faith play a role in the Colonies, what role does religion play in the government today if any, how did the Quaker faith impact North Carolina’s government?



Brief Description of Lesson:

	Students will discus with a partner the fallowing questions; Is religion separate from our government? Should religion be part of our government, what religion do you think started North Carolinas government?  This will then be fallowed by a short class discussion base on the student’s answers.  Student will read the article, Quakers by L Maren Wood individually and highlight 3 main points.  Students will then do a wagon wheel protocol with the reading.  Students will go back to their seats and read individually Cary’s rebellion, A clash of Religion and Politics by Herbert R. Paschal. Students will highlight 3 main points and go back into a wagon wheel.  Students will return back to their seats where they will work with a partner to read, Excerpts, Letter from William Penn to the committee of the Free Society of Traders, 1683.  Students will then discuss the reading with their partner and each student will write a paragraph about weather or not they would have come to Pennsylvania after reading this article.  Students will repeat this with the reading Travels in Virginia and North Carolina by George Fox.  When students get done reading and discussing with their partner, instead of writing about the article the teacher will lead a discussion about the dedication of the Quakers and if they have ever been that dedicated to something.  The students will finish the lesson by going back and re-answering the three questions that started the class individually.

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) 
Students will discus with a partner the fallowing questions; Is religion separate from our government? Should religion be part of our government, what religion do you think started North Carolinas government?  This will then be fallowed by a short class discussion


	Teacher led instruction 

The teacher will lead the class in class discussion as well as model the wagon wheel technique.

Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

Looking at the students writing seeing if the students opinions have changed and cheek for evidence to support their opinions , listening into the discussions during the wagon wheel to make sure they are talking for the entire amounted time and that their discussions are on task .
Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.

Seeing how the student’s answers have changed or not changed after the lesson and checking for reasoning from the readings and discussions to support their views 
Assessment of the Lesson:

Were the students staying engaged in the wagon wheel protocol and providing relevant opinionated thoughts? Did the students change their view after the lesson and could they cite the reasoning’s for changing or not changing?
