	Lesson Title:  Realities of Slavery: Image Analysis and Thinking Map Presentation


Essential Question:
	Was the experience of slavery universal for all slaves?

What were the effects of slavery on daily life?


Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will be shown a series of images depicting slavery from the Granger Collection and they will analyze the image by responding to questions associated with each.  Students will then use their reactions while working in groups to develop a thinking map, tree map or multi-flow map, illustrating realities of slave life.  Groups will then present their findings to the class.

	Class Objective

At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to analyze images to determine realities that faced slaves and include them in a thinking map presentation in order to draw conclusions about the effects of slavery on the daily life of slaves.

	Technology: LCD projector to display images
*Create a compilation handout for students that need images on paper.


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)
Show students a familiar image (cell phone, dog, etc.) and ask them to explain what they see. Students respond call and response. Lead students to pursue a deeper description. 5 minutes

	Teacher led instruction
Each student should take out a sheet of loose leaf paper. Explain that they will be describing a set of images related to the slave trade as they had done previously with the familiar image. 
Students will be shown a series of images (Granger Collection) and analyze the image in response to questions associated with each. 30 minutes
Consider the following with regard to each document:

( Who was the intended audience? How can you tell?

( Describe the image in detail. 

( What can you infer from the image? (go beyond the obvious)

( What symbols are used? Are they effective? Why or why not?

( What does the image tell you about the time period it was created? What evidence supports your conclusions? Be specific.
(How does the image fit in with the others in the series?


	Guided Practice  
Distribute the rubric. Explain to students the expectations for performance in their groups as well as during their presentations.  Show examples of thinking maps and how the students should use their map as a learning tool. Choose collaborative groups of preferably no more than 5 students. In their groups, students will discuss their image analysis to develop a consensus about the information provided in each image.  Students should also attempt to place the portrayed events in the context of slavery as a whole.  15 minutes.
 

	Independent Practice
Students will work in small groups to develop their thinking maps. Students can create a tree map for classifying or a multi-flow map for cause and effect. 20 minutes

	Closure
Students will present group analyses in the form of thinking maps either on posters or the white board. 20 minutes




Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

Using a rubric, students will be assessed based on their image analysis, group work, and thinking map as final product.

	Analysis

	Thinking Map

	Forms a somewhat reasonable hypothesis about the symbolic or metaphorical meaning and is able to support this with evidence from the work.

	Student finds it difficult to interpret the meaning of the work.

	Collaboration
	Almost always listens to, shares with, and supports the efforts of others in the group. Tries to keep people working well together.
