	Lesson Title: The affects of Puritan beliefs in the daily lives of its followers


Essential Question:

	In what ways did the Puritans religious beliefs impact public affairs and personal behaviors of the people in America.




Brief Description of Lesson:

	Religion was a dominant aspect in the colonization of America. A person’s faith was essential to their identity, behavior and persona. Religious beliefs shaped societies and provided justification for people’s behaviors, decisions and expectations. This lesson will focus on the Puritan religion and its impact on their lives in America.

	Technology:


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) Students will divide their paper into two columns. In the first column students will list their beliefs, values, events they attend with their family, holidays they celebrate, food they eat, clothes they wear, things they buy, music they listen to and what they watch. In the second column they will list the reason why they do those things for each item written in column one.

	Teacher led instruction Short lecture on the beginning of the Puritan religion, what is it, what are the beliefs, what are the goals, what are the expectations, what role do the followers of the religion have, what role do the leaders of the religion have and how are daily activities affected by these religious beliefs.

	Guided Practice: Students will then have a class discussion regarding the information given and summarize the lecture through open-ended questions provided by the teacher. 

	Independent Practice: Students will be given several primary documents in which they will read and create a chart based on the information. The chart will have 8 columns and 4 rows. The columns will be labeled Puritan Husbands, Puritan Wives, Children/rearing of children, Laws regarding clothing choices, Connecticut Blue Laws, Bearing arms, Death and the American Revolution. Each row will be labeled rules, expectations, beliefs and consequences. Then for homework students will go home and write a summary regarding their chart and information from class.



	Closure: Students will report to class the next day with their homework and charts. They will be divided into groups of 4. They will then compare their answers and summaries. We will then make a class chart on the board in which they will go to the board to write in their responses. The lesson will conclude with a teacher lead lecture in which the information will be summarized and the essential question will be cited again. Students will then have to answer the essential question at the bottom of their essay.


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.

1. Students will turn in their chart from the primary documents

2. Students will turn in a summary 

3. Students’ answers will be observed and noted. Teacher will then reflect on those answers while students are reading the primary documents

Assessment of the Lesson:
