	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…

-Identify when the slave trade was suppose to end, according to the Constitution.

-Identify specific examples of when the violation of slave trade prohibition occurred.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)- 10 minutes

· Chapter 2 Vocabulary- colony, mercantilism, tidewater,  indentured servant, plantation, triangular trade, Middle Passage

	Teacher led instruction- 45 minutes

-Students will take notes using guided notes as they follow along with the PowerPoint lecture

-PowerPoint is on USB marked Civics- Located in Chapter 2 file “Atlantic Slave Trade”

-We will stop and review/ look over the Constitution and Act Prohibiting Importation of Slaves as we go

	Guided Practice- 20 minutes

-We will discuss the end of the slave trade as written in the Constitution- Article I- Section 9

-Students will then write in their journals about whether the Article, in the way it was written, really ends the slave trade.

-We will then read the document “Act Prohibiting Importation of Slaves” and compare it to the Constitutional Article

	Independent Practice- 155 minutes- Classwork/ Homework

-Students will complete a worksheet on the movie “Amistad”

-They will answer the questions as they watch the movie and turn the paper in after the movie

	Closure- 5 minutes

-Review what we learned

-Quiz tomorrow
