	Lesson Title: Family Values During the Early Republic




Essential Question:

	How did family values of the Early Republic impact the beliefs and ideas of today’s families and gender roles in American society?




Brief Description of Lesson:

	Students will examine advice literature on child rearing and children’s literature.  They will then complete a chart that will help guide them in organizing their notes taken on the readings. Once they have examined the sources they will then answer several questions regarding the sources.

	Teacher Designed Objectives:

Students will learn where the ideas of child rearing during the early 1800’s derived from and how the role of each family member was defined.

Students will also learn how to examine primary documents and how to use the information as supporting evidence for an argument.

	Primary Sources: The Mother at Home by John S.C. Abbott 1833;The Mother’s Book by Lydia Maria Child 1831; The New Englander Primer, 1807;The Busy Bee, 1831; The Life of George Washington, 1832

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) – 5 minutes Have students divide their paper into 5 columns. Write one of the following titles for each column: Role of Son, Role of Mother, Role Father, Role of Daughter, Ways You Discipline Children. Have the students define each title based on the ideas of the 21st century. After three minutes discuss the students’ responses and introduce the connection between the American values of today and that of the Early Republic.



	Teacher led instruction – 20 minutes – teacher will provide a lecture on the different roles of each family member during the Early Republic. They too will discuss the ideas and beliefs practiced when raising children. 

	Guided Practice -20 minutes - Divide students into groups of three. Have students read, discuss, and analyze the primary documents. Require students to fill in a handout that will help them organize their thoughts for each document. After 15 minutes of group work have students gather together as a class. Hold a class discussion regarding the documents. The teacher should ask open-ended questions to check the students’ understanding of the information they read.


	Independent Practice – 30 minutes – Have students individually answer the following questions about the documents they read: 1) Compare and Contrast the different types of ideal mothers, fathers, sons, and daughters depicted in these sources. How do these ideals complement or contradict each other? 2) How do these sources depict parent discipline? How do the methods of discipline differ between fathers and mothers, and what do those differences tell you about assumptions these sources make about the distribution of power and authority within the family?

3) What sorts of positive and negative examples do these sources present for the behavior of boys and girls? (Provide specific examples for each answer. You must provide three positive and three negative examples from each source).

	Closure – 15 minutes – 15 minutes – Gather students together as a class. Discuss their answers to the questions. Summarize the key ideas from the lesson. Restate the essential question and have students create a new chart with identical column titles as the first chart they did in the jump starter. Then have students define the titles based on the ideas and belief in the Early Republic. Discuss the differences and similarities between the two charts. For homework have students write an essay in which they compare and contrast the family values of the Early Republic with those of the 21st century.
