	Lesson Title:                                Creating colonial broadsides


Essential Question:

	· What colonial positions/feelings are discovered leading up to the Revolution?



Brief Description of Lesson:

	· Students will take knowledge from class lecture/analysis of primary documents/research and apply it to create an 18th c. broadside to advertise general opinions of Parliamentary Acts

	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…

· Understand a number of  the causes of the American Revolution and the emergence of an American identity
· Understand mind-set of particular Americans during the 1760s 


Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)

	Primary Sources:

· No Stamped Paper to be Had Broadside-1765 (printed full text)
· Stamp Act Political Cartoons

Secondary Sources:
· Historical notes/text 
· Paying the Excise Man-1774

	Technology:
· LCD projected notes, print and cartoons for student viewing during lecture

· Printed versions for round robin analysis


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

· Engage students with question: 

How do we as students and citizens know what is going on in our class, school, community, state, nation, and the world?  (mass media discussion/impact on culture)

	Teacher led instruction
· Review of period before Parliament Acts of 1765 onward

· Lecture/notes on Acts w/ focal point on Stamp to coincide with lesson objective and activity

· Integrate broadsides throughout history and versions today (bring back to anticipatory set of mass media)



	Guided Practice  

· Discussion of Colonial Broadsides and purpose

· Political Cartoon analysis with teacher

	Independent Practice

· Continued Primary Source analysis with peers (round robin format)
· Creation of Broadsides

	Closure
· Presentation of Broadsides/Gallery Walk of Broadsides

· Student Reflection 




Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.

· Students will periodically be probed via choral responses
· Completion of “ticket-time” every 20 minutes where students will have to answer question on ticket dealing with content; one is picked at random and is shared with the class
· Continuous teacher observation/circulation
