-Identify the independent reasons for wanting to go to war with 80% accuracy

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)- 5 minutes

Label a map of the 13 colonies

-Students will label the 13 colonies, and then divide them into subgroups: New England, Middle, Southern

-Use crayons provided to subdivide the 3 groups of colonies

	Teacher led instruction- 40 minutes

-Students will take notes as they follow along with the PowerPoint lecture

-PowerPoint is on USB marked Civics- Located in Chapter 2 file “American Revolution PPT 2”

-We will stop and review/ look over the documents as we go- Acts applied on American colonies

	Guided Practice

-Students will complete a worksheet on the 13 colonies/ Geography label

-Students will place the words from the word bank into the correct spot on the worksheet under the 13 colonies

	Closure

-Review what we learned
