	Lesson Title: Rebellion Analysis Carousel


Essential Question:
	How do we know what really happened during the period leading up to independence?
To what extent can examining multiple perspectives help us understand the conflict?



Brief Description of Lesson:
	Students will be divided into small groups of 4-5 students and each group will work in a pod (knee to knee, eye to eye) to complete an analysis of four primary source documents from the period from 1770-1780 and the corresponding guiding questions.  Students will choose roles and responsibilities to facilitate completion of the task and to make the process collaborative.

	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to evaluate primary sources to determine the political, economic, social and intellectual climate of the colonies leading up to and during the Revolutionary War era (1770-1780).

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Have students select a number and go to the table that corresponds with their number (1-4). Once in their groups students will complete a collective brainstorm about the importance of primary sources and how they relate to our study of the Revolutionary War era using a Think-Pair-Share protocol. 10 minutes

	Teacher led instruction
Present the objective for the lesson and describe the procedure the students will follow. Have directions displayed on the board or projected by LCD.  1(2(3(4(1 Explain the rotation. 5 minutes.

	Guided Practice  

Provide folders at each table containing the primary source that will be analyzed as well as any question cards or analysis documents. Walk students through the process demonstrating the procedure for each station and refer them to the rubric for expectations. 5 minutes.

	Independent Practice
In their groups, students will choose a role from the list of Group Work Roles and Responsibilities with the exception of Time Keeper. Students will then work collaboratively within their small groups to complete an analysis of the source provided and complete the corresponding questions. 35 minutes for each station.  2 to 3 minutes to rotate and settle.


	Closure
Have students staple and submit their assignment with their rubric. Remind them to provide evidence of their role. 5 minutes. 



Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

Using a rubric, students will be evaluated based on their effort at analysis as well as their work within their group.
