Each date needs a description of the event and a photograph. After the completion of the timeline, students will write cause/effect papers synthesizing the events and create specific outcomes.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Brainstorm the events leading up the war. Write a journal entry choosing  a character (Loyalist, Patriot, woman, child, ect…) and discussing the different points of view. 

	Teacher led instruction
Provide students with notes of the time period. Show video clips of different events leading to the American Revolution. Look at photographs and discuss the sentiments surrounding each group of people(Loyalist, Patriots, Undecided).

	Guided Practice:
Model creating the timeline and discuss how to annotate each event. 

	Independent Practice

Students will create an annotated timeline of the events leading into the American Revolution. The dates to include are 1763, 1764, 1765, 1767, 1770, 1773, 1774, 1775, 1776. Each date needs a description of the event and a photograph. After the completion of the timeline, students will write cause/effect papers synthesizing the events and create specific outcomes.
