	Lesson Title:  Taxation without representation


Essential Question:

	How did the American Colonists go from happily belonging to the strongest nation of earth after the French and Indian war to Revolting against it in 13 years.



Brief Description of Lesson:

	Students will examine the reasons and root causes of the American Revolution.  Pulling from our previous study of the English Bill of Rights and the French and Indian war we will examine why the colonist choose to rebel against England, by studying specifically the stamp act and colonial opposition to it.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Do you think it was appropriate for England to ask the colonists to help pay some of the costs of the French and Indian war?  They did come over and rescue them.   5 minute free response in notebook

	Teacher led instruction   Review salutary neglect, Mercantilism, the Navigation Acts and the rights of English men as outlined by the English Bill of Rights and other documents.

	Guided Practice  Distribute copies of both the Stamp act and the Resolution of the Stamp Act Congress to class and Read aloud.   Emphasize both perspectives as we go through the readings.  England did defend us against the French   vs. The rights of English citizens.  Did we check our rights when we left England?


	Independent Practice  Using your textbook complete a timeline of the events from 1762 – 1775 


	Closure Homework  Write a persuasive essay arguing for or against revolution citing specific evidence from the Stamp Act,  the Stamp Act and timeline resolutions in your arguments.
