Question #1:  Why did the Quakers come to the New World?

· The Quakers were not happy with the way they were being treated in England.  

· They were often punished because they did not agree with the Church of England.

· They were forced to pay money to the Church of England.

Question #2:  What did the Quakers believe?

· Quakers believed that God is in everyone.  The Quakers showed this by their actions and how they treated others.

· Everyone has a Light Within

· Quakers did not believe in violence or war

· Peaceful existence with all neighbors, including Indians was the Quaker way

· There was no discrimination against minorities or the poor

· Men and women were equal

· Quakers were against slavery

Question #3:  How did the Quakers act?

· Quakers loved God and showed love for their neighbors

· Quakers treated everyone kindly

· Quakers did not believe in fighting

· Quakers used a different way of talking called “Plain Speech.” They said “thee” and “thou” instead of “you”, and referred to the days of the week and months of the year with numbers. For example, Sunday was “first day” and April was “fourth month.”

· Quakers did not smoke or drink “spirituous liquors.”

· Quakers did not dance.

Question #4:  What did the Quakers wear?

· Quaker clothing was very simple and plain

· Plain dark colors-nothing fancy or bright

· Quakers did not wear jewelry

· Women wore bonnets and shawls

· Men wore long, dark coats and wide brim hats

Question #5:  How did the Quakers get started?

· A man named George Fox started the Quakers.

· He started the Society of Friends because he and others were dissatisfied with how the Church of England was treating people.

· George Fox started the Society of Friends in 1660 in England

· The nickname Quakers came about because Friends who were really caught up in their religious experience were said to tremble or quake.

Question #6:  What was a Quaker meeting like?

· Quakers met in a plain Meeting House, not in a church

· There was no minister

· No choir, hymns, organ, or music

· No fancy decorations like banners or statues or crosses

· No Bible reading or prayers

· No baptisms of communions

· Shhhhhh!!!!!!  Quakers were Quiet!  The Quakers would gather silently and reverently on the Sabbath day.

· Quakers would keep their appointed hour of silence.

· No one would talk during meeting unless he or she felt that they had a message from God for everyone.
