	Lesson Title:  Puritans vs. Quakers - Day 2 


Essential Question:

	Who are the Quakers? How are the Puritans and Quakers the same? How are they different?


Brief Description of Lesson:

	· Review what we learned about the Puritans in the previous lesson
· Picture Discussion 
· Station Rotation with Fact Cards and 5W’s graphic organizer
· Complete a class Venn Diagram comparing the Puritans and Quakers


Lesson Plan Objectives:


	At the conclusion of this lesson students will be able to…


Explain how the Puritans were different and the same as the Quakers
4.02 Explain when, where, why, and how groups of people settled in different regions of the United States

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Teacher led instruction (5-10 min)
· Review the 5W’s graphic organizer completed as a class from previous lesson about the Puritans.

	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) (10 min)

· Look at images of Quakers as a class, projected from a computer from the links below in the Internet Resources. 
· Ask these questions to lead a discussion:
· How are these people dressed? Are they all dressed the same? 
· Are they carrying anything or have anything around them?
· What do you think they are doing? What do you think is going on?
· What emotions do you see?
· Who do you think these people are?

	Independent/Small Group Practice (30-35 min)

· Place Fact Cards in 6 locations around the classroom in areas good for small groups to rotate around.  Give students a blank 5W’s graphic organizer.

· Explain that they will rotate around the room through 6 different stations reading the Fact Cards and filling in their graphic organizers with the information they learn.

· Allow students 3-5 minutes at each station before giving a signal to switch (give a one minute warning).

· Call them to return to their seats and let them share facts they thought were especially interesting, following up by asking them “WHY?”

	Guided Practice/ Closure (15 min)

· On large chart paper and as a class create a Venn Diagram comparing and contrasting the Puritans and the Quakers.


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:

Provide a plan to assess student progress toward meeting the objective(s) of the lesson.

· Students will participate in a discussion about the Puritans.

· Students will complete a 5W’s graphic organizer about the Quakers.

· Students will help create a class Venn Diagram comparing the Puritans and the Quakers.
