	Lesson Title: Puritans vs. Quakers – Day 1


Essential Question:
	Who really were the Puritans?  How did religion influence their daily lifestyles?



Brief Description of Lesson:
	Background - 
· Students will review Timeline leading up to 1630 movement of Puritans (Religion and Politics in England).

· Students will read passage and complete 5Ws Graphic Organizer on Puritans.

· Students will review and discuss John Winthrop’s sermon, “City on a Hill”.

· Students will create illustration “Life as a Puritan”

	Technology: Projector or Document Camera


Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity) (5 – 10 minutes)
Review timeline events (Political conditions and the state of religious toleration in England in the 1600s and 1700s) that led up to the Puritans coming over to New England. (*Students should be familiar with this timeline before beginning this lesson because of taking notes prior on past British kings and queens.)

	Teacher led instruction (20 minutes)
Read the selection about Puritans together. http://www.historyforkids.org/learn/northamerica/after1500/religion/puritans.htm
Give students a blank 5W’s graphic organizer.  Have your Graphic organizer displayed where every student can see it (document camera). Explain/Review the 5Ws they will be filling out:

-Who?  (Puritans as people-details!  – also Influential leaders: John Winthrop)

-What? (Religion – How it worked)

-When? (1630)

-Where? (From England ---to Massachusetts and other parts of New England)

-Why? (They wanted Religious Freedom)

Model and fill out the graphic organizer together.


	Guided Practice  (15 minutes)
Review with students who John Winthrop and his impact as a puritan (In 1630, Winthrop led a group of people (puritans) out of England to establish a holy experiment in the colony of Massachusetts.  Winthrop wrote a sermon that set down “characteristic features of the Puritan ministry” and “The New England Way”.  Display Pamphlet “City on a Hill”  Have a discussion on certain excerpts from the pamphlet that justifies the theory of creating a utopian society.

	Independent Practice ( 20 – 25 minutes)
Pass out Construction paper and colored pencils.  Students will take the information they organized about Puritans and create an illustration: “Life as a Puritan”.  Let students be creative with this!

	Closure  (5mins)
Students share illustrations.


Evaluation of Student Comprehension:
· Students will participate in a discussion about the Puritans.

· Students will complete a 5W’s graphic organizer about the Puritans.

· Students will create an illustration of what a Puritan’s day could be like.
