	Lesson Title:  Native Americans and Stereotypes (lesson 2 out of 4)


Essential Question:

	What does the word stereotype mean?

Why is it important to understand cultures, tribes, and stereotypes of Native Americans?



Brief Description of Lesson:

	(This is day 2 out of 4)  Students will research various Native American Tribes while following guided notes.

Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Have the students review notes generated from discussion about stereotypes of Native Americans

	Teacher led instruction

Have students get with their partner from yesterday and introduce the 2-coumn notes students will be using as they finish reading and start researching about their tribe.  Pass out graphic organizer of 2-column notes to each pair of students.  Go over each category and your expectations of what should go in the column next to it

Categories

1. Who, Where, When?

2. Physical Description (clothing, hair, accessories,…etc)

3. Religion

4. Defense (weapons, protection, and strategies)

5. Social Structure (family and Hierarchy)

6. Reputation/ Character Traits (Peaceful, aggressive, savages)

7. Use of Natural Resources (Rivers, agriculture, sources of food…etc)

8. Recreation (entertainment, sports, celebrations…etc)

9. Dwellings (homes)

10. Contributions (historical and today)

	Guided Practice  

Circulate as students continue reading and begin researching about their tribe using the 2-column notes graphic organizer. 

	Independent Practice

Today and the next day students research their tribe and fill out the 2-column notes graphic organizer. 

	Closure
Call on a few students to tell the class what tribe they are reading about and share one interesting fact they learned today. Ask students to share any facts that prove their stereotype ideas wrong.
