	Lesson Title:  Native Americans and Stereotypes #4 (lesson 4 out of 4)


Essential Question:

	What does the word stereotype mean?

Why is it important to understand cultures, tribes, and stereotypes of Native Americans?



Brief Description of Lesson:

	(This is lesson four out of four consecutive lessons)  

Students will present their own Native American cutout person (complete with facts and decorations found while researching)

Materials Needed: (Print and Non-Print)

	Primary Sources: Photographs of Native Americans from various tribes

Secondary Sources: Completed student cutouts with categories filled and person decorated, map of North America

Other Materials:  Rubric for presentation, stars to mark map



	Technology: Document camera and projector




Suggested Teaching Strategies:  
	Anticipatory Set (Jump-Starter Activity)

Start the lesson by posting the teacher/class created Native American that was made during Lesson #1 (the large cutout is filled with the classes’ stereotypes). Ask them to THINK about what they thought they knew and what they know now after taking some time to get to know more.



	Teacher led instruction

 Remind students that their presentations will include the following categories: 1-who, what, when. 2-physical description. 3 & 4 – their choice. Go over any questions they may have about the rubric.

	Guided Practice  

Give students 10 minutes to finalize their presentation plan.

	Independent Practice

Students present their Native American and the chosen details about her/his tribe. Start each presentation with denoting on a North American map where the tribe lived. Have a photograph of a real Native American projected during the presentation. Tell students that they will be assessed on the basics of each tribe and to take notes from their classmates’ presentations. 



	Closure

Reflection discussion: “What did you learn about stereotyping?” Lead students in a discussion about stereotypes in general AND stereotypes of Native Americans. Take notes on the back of the big teacher cutout.
